Fighting is reserved for those God has put in positions of authority to 

do so, like the government for example. The third option is the face it. We will look at biblical examples of 

reconciling differences and resolving conflicts. In particular we will look at the conflict between Esau and Jacob 

in Genesis 32-33. From this narrative we will see the value of facing conflict and how important the face is 

moving toward resolving issues in a biblical way.
